IF YOU HAVE EVER BEEN NOTIFIED THAT YOU WERE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE IDENTIFICATION INFORMATION TO THE COMMISSIONER OF REGISTRATION AND YOU HAVE NOT PROVIDED THAT INFORMATION, YOU MUST PROVIDE IDENTIFICATION TO THE COUNTY COMMISSIONER OF REGISTRATION BEFORE THE CLOSE OF BUSINESS ON THE SECOND DAY AFTER THE ELECTION.

The office hours for the County Commissioner of Registration are: 8:30 AM to 4:15 PM.

AN ACCEPTABLE FORM OF IDENTIFICATION MAY INCLUDE, BUT IS NOT LIMITED TO ONE OF THE FOLLOWING:

· Any valid and current photo ID such as driver’s license, student or job ID, military or other government ID, store membership card, or;

· Any current document that has your name and address on it, including but limited to: a bank statement, car registration, government check or document, non-photo driver’s license, pay check, rent receipt, sample ballot or utility bill.
