The State of New Jersey is in the process of introducing six or seven planning committees for WIOA. The 
committees will consist of one WIB Director and other local staff.  In some cases, staff from LWD will be 
chairing the committees. There will be five or six areas that will be looked at in terms of the One Stop and 
other areas. The Implementation Plan for WIOA will be available in February or March 2015.  The 
regulations that will be out in January 2015 will be nothing more than the Legislation already written. 
 

                                           WorkFirst Update – John Ross 

 
Relevant WFNJ Statistics (attached) were released for the months of September and October, 2014. The 
Participation Rate, which had increased (6%) since the last meeting was discussed in terms of the factors 
that contribute to the monthly volatility when compared on a monthly basis. Continued efforts to boost the 
Participation by the Board of Social Services and the One Stop Vendors were addressed. Both Jean Zwingli 
and John Ross as well as the One Stop’s Deputy Managers, Lori Miranda and Diane Seavers, will attend 
a Work Session with five other Counties to discuss best practices.

Block Grant through NJ Dept of Human Services/DFD: $211,890.00 has been approved by the Middlesex
