A. Committee Report for March 2019:

Ms. Becker stated that the Committee Report for March, 2019 is in the folder.
Staff has completed the final and last version of the draft of the Wastewater
Management Plan (WMP).

Site-Specific Amendments: Woodhaven Village, Block 20001, Lots 5, 16 & 18,
Township of Old Bridge, was approved by the Board of Freeholders on March
7,2019.

Site-Specific Amendments: Roy Satchell, Block 11.01, Lot 1.02-Franklin
Township, was approved by the Board of Freeholders on March 7, 2019.

Lower Raritan-Middlesex County Water Resources Association, the Lower
Raritan Watershed Association and Rutgers Cooperative Extension will be
conducting a joint green infrastructure tour in Thompson Park on July 15, 2019.

The County currently has two open PIG applications for farmland
perseveration: the Estate of Anthony Zimbicki, Sr., Monroe Township; and the
Estate of Ernest Bergfelder, East Brunswick Township.

Mr. Pollando moved, seconded by Mr. Wong, to approve the Committee Report
of March 2019.

A. Committee Report for March 2019:

Mr. Gambilonghi reported that the Transportation Coordinating Committee
(TCC) held a meeting on March 26, 2019. Ms. Cheryl Kastrenakes, Director
of the Greater Mercer Transportation Management Association, made a video
presentation on “Vision Zero”.

The Gateway Bridge and Tunnel Project- presentation of a video made by New
York Governor Cuomo stressed the urgency to start building the New Hudson
River Tunnel in view of the fact that the existing tunnels are badly deteriorating.
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Ms. Wong moved, seconded by Mr. Pollando, to approve the Committee Report
for March 2019. Motion carried unanimously.

V. Development Review:

A. Committee Reports for January, February and March 2019:

Mr. Ververides stated that the Committee’s monthly activities development
reports for January, February and March 2019 are in the folder.

Mr. Ververides stated that the final numbers in the March, 2019 Monthly
Report shows the Committee acted on 32 development requests. Year-to-date
fees for physical improvements and subdivision and site plan review fees for
2019 are higher for the same period in 2018 .

A. Update:

Mr. Greenwell reported that the 2040 Comprehensive Master Plan team is
moving forward with elements on land use, transportation, health, economic
development, housing and demographics since last fall; which includes 10 out
reach programs in 7 municipalities.

Mr. Greenwell stated the second phase: “Set the Table” had 100 participants.
Transportation and Development topic, were included.

Ms. Lala stated that she already participated in Set the Table.

Mr. Greenwell informed the Committee that this was his last meeting. He was
returning to Kentucky. He expressed his appreciation for the opportunity to
work with the Planning Board and staff.

Mr. Ververides on behalf of the staff thanked Mr. Greenwell for all the work he
accomplished, and that the staff will be moving forward with Destination 2040.
