TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT AGREEMENT

This TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT AGREEMENT is made on _______________[Date]

	COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX, a MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY, whose address is 75 Bayard Street, Middlesex County Administration Building, New Brunswick, New Jersey, referred to as "GRANTEE."

WHEREAS, GRANTOR is the owner of certain lands and premises situated in the municipality of ______________[Municipality Name], County of Middlesex, State of New Jersey, known and designated as Lot(s)_______ in Block________; and

WHEREAS, the GRANTOR applied to the Development Review Committee of the Middlesex County Planning Board (hereinafter referred to as “COMMITTEE”) for ______________[Application Type] approval of the property for the purpose of ______________[Project Description] (hereinafter referred to as the “DEVELOPMENT”); and

WHEREAS, on ____________[Date] the COMMITTEE reviewed and conditionally approved the application entitled, ___________________________________[Plan Title, Preparer Name, Plan Date]; and

WHEREAS, _______________________[County Route Name and County Route Number] will provide access for the DEVELOPMENT; and

WHEREAS, the County of Middlesex has an improvement project that includes the improvement of the frontage of the subject property associated with the DEVELOPMENT; and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned conditional approval required, among other things, the execution and delivery of a TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT AGREEMENT between the GRANTOR and the GRANTEE.

The words "GRANTOR" and "GRANTEE" shall mean all Grantors and all Grantees listed above.
RECITALS

A. GRANTOR owns, in fee simple, certain lands and improvements thereon designated as Lot(s)__________ in Block_________, commonly known as ___________________________[Street Address, Municipality Name, Zip Code] on the municipal tax map of _______________[Municipality Name], Middlesex County, New Jersey (the “GRANTOR’S PROPERTY”).
B. GRANTEE is a body politic which maintains and operates _________________[County Route Name and County Route Number], located in __________________[Municipality Name], Middlesex County (the “GRANTEE’S PROPERTY”).
C. GRANTOR grants GRANTEE a Temporary Construction Easement, more particularly described in Exhibit A, Exhibit B, and Exhibit C, for the construction of improvements along ___________________[County Route Name and County Route Number]. 

NOW, THEREFORE, GRANTOR, for and in consideration of the premises, the sum of $1.00, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, have granted, conveyed and confirmed, and by these presents do grant, convey, and confirm to GRANTEE, its successors and assigns, the Temporary Construction Easement, as more particularly described on Exhibit A (Metes and Bounds Description), Exhibit B (Drawing Depicting the Easement Area), and Exhibit C (Temporary Easement Construction Plan) annexed hereto, in, over, through and upon GRANTOR’S PROPERTY, including the right to enter upon the Temporary Construction Easement Area with personnel, material, and equipment in order to accomplish the foregoing. The Temporary Construction Easement is granted and subject to the following provisions, which the GRANTEE’S acceptance and recording of this Agreement shall constitute GRANTEE’S acceptance of such provisions on behalf of GRANTEE, its successors and assigns:

1. GRANTEE and all persons and parties claiming through GRANTEE shall promptly restore the area of the easement after the completion of construction.
2. GRANTEE and all persons and parties claiming through GRANTEE will be obligated to remedy any adverse impact upon GRANTOR’S PROPERTY caused by or resulting from the easement.
3. The GRANTEE shall name the GRANTOR as an additional insured on all insurance policies covering the construction contemplated by this easement for the duration of the construction period.
4. The Temporary Construction Easement is intended for ingress and egress to the property and remedial work for the County of Middlesex improvement project, said easement to terminate ten (10) years from the date of this recording of this Agreement.
5. The Terms of this Agreement are as follows:
a. GRANTOR and GRANTEE shall exercise due care in the manner in which rights hereunder are exercised.
b. GRANTOR and GRANTEE agree to exercise their rights with respect to the described area so as not to unreasonably interfere with the rights of the other party.
c. GRANTEE is permitted the right to enter in and upon the described premises to plan, survey, place, construct, maintain, repair, and inspect the road and any and all road improvements that may be constructed.
d. GRANTEE is permitted to place, construct, erect, operate, maintain, and inspect storm drainage facilities across and upon the described premises.
e. GRANTEE shall have the right of ingress and egress to and over said described premises at any and all times for the purposes of doing anything necessary or useful or convenient for the enjoyment of the easement herein granted.
f. GRANTEE shall not construct, install, alter, or cause to be constructed, installed, or altered, any improvements within the described premises that will interfere with or impede in any manner GRANTOR’S ability to access or use this easement.
